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Executive Summary

Institute for Integrated Development Studies (IDS), with the financial support of UNICEF -Nepal,
conducted mapping of disadvantaged groups (DAGs), covering over 317,000 households from the areas of
236 village development committees (VDCs) and eight municipalities in 15 districts where the Decentralized
Action for Children and Women (DACAW) programme is being implemented with the financial and
technical support of UNICEF-Nepal. The 15 DACAW districts are Panchthar, Sunsari, Saptar, Udayapur,
Parsa, Kavre, Chitwan, Nawalparasi, Kapilvastu, Kaski, Tanahun, Dang, Humla, Dadeldhura and Achham.
The mapping covered each household of the Community Action P rocess (CAP) VDCs and some hous=holds
in non-CAP settlements, It was conducted in the CAP VDCs to establish baseline information, as mentioned
in the DACAW result statement 9.2 and 9.3, which are reproduced below:

* Result statement # 9.2: By 2006, 100% of the households in CAP settlements, including DAG,
would be covered by CAP (participating in monthly growth monitoring of children below three years
of age or participating in any other CAP discussion using the triple A approach).

*  Result statement # 9.3: By 2006, 60% of the households in CAP VDCs and 80% of the DAG
households in CAP VDCs would be covered by CAP (paru'cipating in monthly growth monitoring of

children below three years of age or participating in any other CAP discussion using the triple A

approach).

The mapping was done following the below- mentioned steps:

*  Qualitative pre-assessment of the strengths and weaknesses of the existing approaches, tools and

DAG.

*  Development of partcaipatory methodology for DAG mapping in the areas of CAP VDCs and
municipalities.

*  District-level training-cum-workshop to build the capacity of village facilitators (VFs) and CAP
Implementing partners,

*  Partidipatory DAG mapping in the areas of each CAP VDC and municipality.

*  Creation of a database of DAG mapping in the areas of CAP VDCs,

*  District-level reflection workshops to share the findings of DAG mapping exercise and ranking of all
VDCs within the district, based op DAG population.

Progress and output are as:

*  Qualitative pre-assessment study conducted in five selected DACAW districts (one from each of the
five development regions), ranging from the mid hill o Terai areas.

*  Aconceptual framework of disadvantage and core indicators developed for their identification,

* Adetailed participatory tools and methodology developed for the mapping of DAG.

*  District-level t:raining-cum-workshop conducted in each of the 15 DACAW districts. A total of 536
persons (including frontline workers, district- leve] partners, participants from line agencies, etc)
trained in DAG mapping and mobilized for DAG mapping at grass roots level.
